 Serve Fairtrade products at College meetings and events, where possible 

 Increase the range of products available at those events 

 Host events and campaigns to educate staff and students within the College, raising aware-

ness and understanding of Fairtrade 

 Use Domestic Committee, with JCR, MCR and SCR representation as a Steering Group for 

Fairtrade at LMH.
