Because of the pandemic, LMH has run with an operating
deficit for the last three years. The good news is that, from
the beginning of Michaelmas term, College operations
are largely back to normal and we are aiming to break
even again in 2022/23. Graduate and Undergraduate
rooms are fully occupied and the Dining Hall is back in
business.

Conference income over the recent long vacation was
higher than we had budgeted, including from our
revamped Short Academic Programmes. During the
lockdown, the Conference team invested in new on-
line equipment for the programmes, so more of their
business can be generated outside the vacations and
not just from visiting students staying in the College.
Bookings are up for next summer and we are finding
more customers from continental Europe and the US.

The immediate challenge comes from inflation,
particularly in energy costs. Gas and electricity costs
doubled last year and are set to double again this year to
nearly £1m. Our historical investment in ground source
heat pumps under the hockey pitch and in two solar
arrays will help to reduce costs.

The College has also managed during the lockdown, with
the help of entrepreneurial alumnus Andrew Fisher's
(1981, Chemistry) company Accuheat, to place most of
the College's radiators under central management. The
Bursary can now see individual room temperatures and
vary their energy consumption remotely. Students and
staff have been very supportive of our energy efficiency
measures.

On the subject of energy efficiency in the longer

term, the College recently won a £1.2m grant from the
government's Salix fund for a £1.45m refurbishment of
Eleanor Lodge. We are installing better insulation and
replacing the inefficient gas boilers with air source heat
pumps. These new units will also supply the Library.

The College continues to rely on the generosity of its
alumni and friends, not only for annual donations to
operating costs and various specific College projects, but
also for the growth of the endowment. You have also been
incredibly supportive during the pandemic and helped
to reduce our operating deficit, as well as showing to the
bank that the College had significant external support.

Although the immediate challenge is to break even, the
underlying economics of the College will only change
for the better when more of our core educational costs
are permanently funded by the endowment. This is

the situation enjoyed by many of the richer colleges in
Oxford. LMH's endowment, presently valued at c.£50m,
needs to increase towards the average endowment of
the other colleges (approximately c.£135m and nearest
to Balliol.) Over the last few years, the College has
fortunately received some very generous legacies and
donations to build up our endowment, and we are, as
ever, very grateful for your support.

A View from the Accountant

Student support has become an increasingly urgent priority for the
College over the past few years with applications for College financial
support growing considerably. The hardship support provided by

the College increased from £13k five years ago to £77k in 2021/22 with
support during the pandemic in 2020/21 reaching £113k.

We are finding that those struggling are deemed to have a certain
level of parental support as a result of means testing, and hence do
not qualify for the Crankstart Scholarship or Oxford Bursary, but their
families do not provide the assumed support for various reasons.
These students, referred to as 'the squeezed middle’, are unable

to cover the minimum living expenses calculated by the University
without additional support.

When supporting students, the College works in conjunction with
other funding bodies, such as the Oxford Hardship Fund, in order
to maximise funding for hardship. Hardship funding is an area we
are monitoring carefully and prioritising as a College as demand for
financial support will certainly continue to grow.

Study Skills at LM

Transforming the LMH experience
by embedding study skills and
academic wellness into the heart of
our student support system

Background

Oxford has a special type of teaching — focusing on
independent learning underpinned by regular tutorials with
subject matter experts. Whilst some undergraduates will be
well prepared for this, many will never have had to approach
a reading list, manage their time appropriately, craft a well-
reasoned essay or articulate their thoughts coherently in
front of world leading academics. In recognition of this soft
skills gap, LMH opened the Study Skills Centre in September
2018, led by Dr Margaret Coombe (1971, History & Modern
Languages). The Centre has provided tailored 1:1 sessions and
group workshops to our Foundation Year students and those
undergraduates who requested support to enable them to
make the most of their Oxford experience and flourish.

Since its opening, Dr Coombe and her team have helped
around 850 students, and all those seen by the Centre
achieved a 2:1 or higher. This work simply would not have
been possible without our donors’ generosity.

Dr Coombe has also been central to the development of
study skills support in 12 other Colleges, creating a suite of
teaching materials and learning resources accessible by all
students within the University.

Permanently integrating study skills
teaching

As Dr Coombe retires, LMH is embedding a structure to take
the work of the Centre forwards, which integrates academic
wellness centrally into our wider student support framework.
The programme will be delivered by two LMH specialist
academics, one expert in science and one in humanities,
equipped to teach study skills and offer subject matter
advice. These two new positions report directly to the Head of
Wellbeing to ensure their services are offered promptly and
appropriately in conjunction with other means of support.

We are delighted that the work has now been fully endowed
by alumni who, like us, have seen the transformative impact of
this work and will ensure that it can continue into the future.

We would like to express our deepest thanks to Dr Coombe
for her pioneering thinking and dedication to the work of
the Centre over the past four years, and wish her well as she
passes on this incredible programme to the College for the
benefit of future generations.

: 2022 Update
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During the first year of my PPE
degree, | struggled to understand how
to approach a tutorial essay or exam
paper, leading to academic self-doubt
and many painful all-nighters of writing...
After just one session with the OSSC it
became very clear that the reasons for my
frustration were not my academic ability,
but that | was trying to do too much and
that | wasn't clear on how to structure
the more straightforward arguments
that my tutors were looking for.

Margaret'’s advice was not on the
content, or my academic understanding
of the material but on how to get my
ideas across more simply and clearly
on the page to allow my ideas to
shine. Through working with her, essay
writing became far less of a terror, and
it took up far less of my time, allowing
me to finally enjoying the process of
putting my ideas down on paper.



A Round Up of the LM

Foundation Year

62 students have joined us on the LMH Foundation Year and the
majority have succeeded in continuing through to an undergraduate
degree at Oxford. Our final LMH cohort arrived in October. The
LMH Foundation Year was launched in 2016, as a four year pilot
project to equalise access to the University of Oxford for socio-
economically disadvantaged students. It was the first of its kind at
Oxford or Cambridge.

The impact of the LMH Foundation Year was intended to be
greater than the sum of its parts. Not only have both Oxford and
Cambridge universities adopted the model, but our pioneering
work on understanding how to identify a disadvantaged candidate
during admissions has been adopted within our own admissions
system as well as feeding into broader academic studies.

Over the last seven years 328 alumni, staff, fellows and friends of
LMH helped us to raise £1.58m. Together, with your help, we have
set the stage for a fundamental shift in Oxford’s outreach activity.

The Foundation Year was pivotal - for my academic
career and also for my view on the world. It quite literally
opened my eyes to a world of life-changing opportunities
and gave me the tools to access them. It has been an
empowering experience, believing in me and putting
me on a solid path to do the same for my community.

Of the Foundation Year students
who have graduated, three

have completed a Masters
degree, including one at Harvard
University.

Whilst former Foundation Year
students ultimately achieve
similar grades to direct-entry
students at undergraduate level,
they are more likely to re-sit and
more likely to need additional
welfare and financial support
than direct-entry students. This
is not unexpected, due to their
socio-economic backgrounds.

Across the duration of their
undergraduate degree, former
Foundation Year students show
greater progression in terms
of average examination
grades than direct-entry
students, suggesting the
‘value-added’ of University
tuition for them is greater.

Graduate Outcomes for Former Foundation Year Students

As of July 2022, 18 former Foundation Year students
have graduated with degrees from Oxford University
including two with First Class Honours. 14 achieved

an Upper Second (2:1) and one achieved a Lower
Second (2:2). Of those who studied an undergraduate
degree elsewhere, to date one has graduated with a 2:1
classification. Although we do not routinely collect data
on graduate outcomes beyond their degree, we are

What next for LMH?

From October 2023, LMH will be one of the 10 colleges
joining the Oxford University Astrophoria Foundation
Year programme. We are immensely proud that this will
be led by the team who developed and led the LMH
Foundation Year.

The last six years have provided us with an unbridled
opportunity to work closely with schools, tutors and
individual students to support the education of some of
the brightest young students from the most challenging
backgrounds. This has without doubt changed LMH for
the better.

We have also learned that we can do more at
Undergraduate level. We have shown that with a better
access and outreach focus, better contextualisation and
better and more diverse support a much wider range of
students can excel at Oxford.

Our focus for future undergraduate outreach, the key
to finding the brightest minds, will be to work much
more closely with schools and students as far back

in the system as year 10 and 11. We now know that to
inspire future students and their schools to consider
Oxford, previously thinking it was out of reach, we need

proud to share what we know of our former Foundation
Year students’ lives post-graduation. Three have now
completed a Masters (including one at Harvard) and, of
them, one has subsequently made a PhD application.
Another has published their first book (Penguin,
December 2021), one is undertaking a Law conversion
course, and at least six are in employment.

to start well before their A-level year. We want to start
to encourage the beginnings of the rigour required for
Oxford thinking early, before it becomes an impossible
gulf to bridge. This will be an intense programme, very
different to our traditional outreach methods. The first
step in this process is the appointment of a new role:
Head of Admissions and Access.

The other significant area in which we have developed
our learning is that we need to have the right type and
level of support in place. As we diversify our intake, so we
must diversify our provision of appropriate support. We
must professionalise this area of our team and bring in
someone with the skills and experience necessary. Our
new Head of Wellbeing, Dr Nicole Jones, who arrived

in October, is separate from the academic structures

but works closely with the academic side of the College
where needed. She is the main point of contact for all
areas of non-academic support including, medical, study
skills, career, mentoring and so on. Her role is another
first of its kind in Oxford.

Moving forward, we have two key priorities: first and foremost, to continue

to provide effective and timely support to students currently experiencing
difficulties. Secondly, to develop a holistic, proactive approach to promoting
wellbeing and implementing preventative strategies. Building on the
"wellbeing weeks", which currently occur once a term, we plan to design and
implement a wellbeing strategy that proactively promotes the wellbeing of all
College members throughout the year and develop ways to integrate mental
health promotion and wellbeing into every student’s experience.

In consultation with colleagues across the University in similar positions and
drawing on best practice, we aim to develop innovative ways to improve
student mental health literacy, supporting students to develop essential skills
to improve their wellbeing and resilience during their time at Oxford and
beyond. It is exciting to be joining LMH at a time of such positive change and
innovation, and | look forward to working with members of the whole LMH
community in the coming year to develop our strategy further.

The provision of a dedicated rehearsal space for classical,
electronic, and pop music will not only create a new
music-centric space at LMH, but further expand the list
of facilities advertised by the College that in turn may
attract prospective students. The establishment of a
student-led studio space will contribute to the already
fruitful musical life at LMH, as well as providing students
a new point of entry into the LMH scene. Thanks to a
generous donation from Julian Nott (1980, PPE), we

are now working on the development of this new space,
which originated as a proposal from a small group of
students, led by Aris Sabetai (2021, Music).

Computer technology has become a key tool for
musical composition in the last 20 years or so. | now
spend most of my time working as a film and TV
composer in front of a computer screen.

Ever improving sampling technology has allowed
composers to mock up their orchestrations with ease. They
can experiment with sound combinations, and they can
demonstrate their intentions for their compositions to
their commissioners before the music is finally recorded.

Anybody who wants to forge a life in musical composition
(whether commercial pop music, media music or for

the concert hall) is at a serious disadvantage if they

don't know how to use this technology. LMH musicians
should start acquiring familiarity with these machines
and associated software as soon as possible, and I am
delighted to help that happen.

In the process, we are creating a recording space that
can be used by bands and performing musicians to
record their acoustic work. Although | praise technology
above, it's also a fantastic bonus to encourage real life
musicianship on traditional musical instruments at the
same time.

College music has always been one of the most
artistically important and culturally diverse aspects
of university life, ranging from small scale battle of
the bands to campus radio. Numerous bands and
musicians have kick-started their careers through
finding like-minded musicians at college or
university, whether it be setting up a string quartet,
a band or experimental recording project.

Noticing the lack of music-specific practice spaces
around College, two fellow students and | decided
to propose the idea of assigning a few rooms to be
soundproofed, designated spaces for practice. After
meetings with the Bursar, the enquiry morphed
from merely a practice space proposal into a
properly budgeted music studio and live room — a
premise that excited us all. Speaking to experts

in recording, audio equipment and soundproof
installation helped us strengthen our case before
handing it over to LMH, who agreed to build the
studio. | hope that our contribution to establishing a
recording studio and live practice room in LMH will
not only expand the musical culture of the College,
but further help encourage prospective students
with interests in modern music to apply here.

| am eternally thankful to Julian Nott for his
generous funding, as well as the opportunity to
work alongside fellow students Francesco Reni and
Anastazie Towers in materialising our dream. Studios
are like blank canvases — | am sure | speak for
everyone involved in this project in saying that we all
look forward to the creations that will come out of
this new facility. It is the sheer potential for creativity
that convinced us to go ahead with the idea, and it
is the sheer potential that still excites us all.

'OPP’) to establish a graduate scholarship programme, based here at LMH.
Pakistanis and British Pakistanis are one of the most underrepresented BAME
groups at graduate level at the University of Oxford; around 25 applicants
who secure admissions from Pakistan are unable to pursue their course

at Oxford due to a lack of funding. Our ambition is to spearhead a new
programme of research and collaboration with Pakistan which increases

the representation of Pakistani and British Pakistani students in Oxford,
strengthens academic links and supports meaningful research on policy
issues faced by the country.

It is hoped that through this scholarship programme, the OPP will open
doors for these scholars to become leaders in their academic disciplines and
be a breath of fresh air for Pakistan through attaining excellence in their
respective fields, and contribute to positive visions of national and community
development. The OPP will continue to build its scholarship offering for
talented Pakistani origin students as well as operating an access programme
to enable such students to attend Oxford, including those from Pakistan'’s
public sector universities. These programmes have the support of the High
Commission of Pakistan and Malala Yousafzai (2017, PPE), Nobel Peace Prize
recipient and recent LMH graduate. LMH was, of course, also the college

of Benazir Bhutto (1973, PPE), former Prime Minister of Pakistan, and so is a
fitting base for the work of the OPP.

The OPP is pleased to announce that there are five inaugural OPP Scholars
for 2022-23, four of whom are LMH students. The OPP Scholars represent a
diverse breadth of disciplines, backgrounds and talents, with subjects ranging
from Mathematics, Education, Development Studies, Climate Change, Music
and Refugee Studies.

Securing the Future of the

LMH Library

Many alumni will have fond memories of the LMH Library
- of making a regular visit with their new reading list to
source the books, of working late into the night to meet
an essay deadline, of ‘'moving in' to a specific seat or
booth in the run up to exams, or exploring the shelves in
search of inspiration.

During its lifetime, LMH's Library has grown and adapted
to new ways of learning, and remains firmly at the heart
of student study. It is open 24 hours a day, seven days a
week.

Despite its paramount position within the heart of the
academic life of the College, the Library is constantly
under threat from competing financial demands.
Without external funding, the ability to sustain and
resource such a large facility is entirely dependent on the
College's finances.

The continual challenge for LMH is that it has one of the
smallest endowments of all the Oxford colleges and this
means that we are unable to commit to long-term plans
for many of our support areas, including the Library.

By 2025, we aim to raise £3.35m to create a dedicated
Library Endowment, to guarantee a consistent level of
funding for the Library in perpetuity.

Gifts in Wills have made LMH what it is today and will make
it what it can be tomorrow. Our reliable records* show that
some £12 million has been given to the College over the last
25 years through the 180 legacies included by alumni and
fellows in their Wills. Our Beaufort Circle is one of the largest
legacy societies within the University. The value of known
legacies from our declared 285 legacy donors is c.£16m.

Generations of students come and go, shaping and taking
their place in the history of LMH. Financial resilience is
integral to the present and future strength of LMH, as are our
values, reputation and vision. Legacy gifts have enabled us

to secure tutorial teaching and research posts, to construct
new buildings, and to fund programmes, scholarships

and bursaries that underpin our commitment to academic
excellence, opportunity and equality.

Our modest endowment of ¢.£50m contributes around 15%
of our annual income budget. This is in comparison to our
richest Oxford counterpart whose £600m endowment return
would cover our annual expenditure by 150 %.

Growing our endowment is a significant priority for LMH in
order to build our financial resilience and reduce our reliance
on other income sources (see Treasurer's report on page 4).
It is our intention to invest a significant proportion of our
annual legacy income in the endowment, meaning that your
gifts will make a lasting difference for generations to come.
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What is the endowment?

LMH's endowment fund is a dedicated
and permanent source of income that
supports the core mission of LMH.
The endowment is made up of more
than 145 individual funds invested as a
single entity. A sustainable drawdown
formula is applied annually to each
fund in the endowment to pay out

an annual distribution to support

the particular cause for which the
fund was created, or in the case of
unrestricted funds, to support the
College’s general expenditure. The
drawdown formula has a smoothing
algorithm embedded in it, so that
distributions are reduced in periods
when the endowment has performed
well, and are held up in periods of
less favourable investment returns.

During the last financial
year (to 31st July 2022) we received £560,000 from the
estates of alumni and fellows, of which almost £400,000
was from former Historians and has been added to the
History Fellowship endowment. This takes our total raised
to £1.19m for this endowment, predominantly through
legacy gifts. Gifts in wills are often the most significant
donation we can make and the ongoing value of
designating legacies to the endowment is crystal clear.

The transformative power of tutorials is widely
recognised, but what is not realised by many is that the
appointment of tutors is part/fully funded by Colleges.
The decision whether to recruit and at what level is
therefore largely dictated by the financial means of the
College. Whilst some Colleges will have at least one
Fellowship in every subject secured, at LMH we have just
a handful, making every recruitment decision dependent
on our finances. It is therefore our strategy to endow

the funding for at least one Fellow in each subject to
secure its provision at LMH for future generations.

History is one of the subjects which despite its size and
prominence in the College, has no such fully endowed
position. The cost of endowing a College Fellow in History
is ¢.£2 million which the College sadly does not have the
financial resources to endow. We are therefore reliant on

Establishing the Bedrock for
Academic Excellence

Tutorial teaching is fundamental to the Oxford experience.
For most alumni, memories of interactions with their
College Tutor will be forefront in their recollections —
exploring ideas with leading academics and developing
confidence, verbal reasoning and debating skills for

use also beyond university. And for many, that unique
experience was free of charge. Today, as tuition fees have
replaced all government funding, income is capped at
the level set by government — to reflect the lecture model
costs of the majority of universities — which, importantly,
omits the cost of tutorial teaching. To this end, funding
our academics is dependent on alternative revenue

sources and in competition with the other financial needs
of the College. This has direct implications for the number
and seniority of tutors we can employ and, subsequently,
the academic experience we can provide. Our aim is
therefore to permanently endow at least one Fellowship in
every subject to secure its provision at LMH indefinitely.

Enhancing History Teaching at LMH

History has been integral to LMH since our foundation
in 1878. As one of our largest, most prominent subjects,
we have ¢.40 History undergraduates and a significant
number of graduates and visiting students at any time.

LMH prides itself in welcoming Fellows with a wealth of
experience who are deeply committed to inspiring and
supporting our students to reach their potential. One
such individual was Dr Clive Holmes, who very sadly
passed away in July 2022. Clive was Fellow and Tutor in
History at LMH from 1987 to 2011. He was an historian
of tremendous skill and range, a scholar who lent
distinction to the College and who devoted much time
and passion to LMH. Many of his pupils stayed in touch
with him throughout their lives and would testify to his
extraordinary ability that led to him receiving an Oxford
University teaching award in 2005. He valued himself
primarily as a tutor and regarded living on in his pupils
as the best possible legacy. As one student wrote: ‘Best
tutorials | have ever had and the best tutor’, and that is
how he would wish to be remembered.

Whilst we are proud to boast excellent results in History
(22 LMH Firsts in History and Joint Schools from 2020-22),
we are significantly under-resourced for a subject of

this size and can only afford two History Fellows and a
temporary junior lecturer. This is in comparison to similar
Colleges, like St Anne's and Somerville, who have three
permanent Fellows, and the richest Colleges, like Balliol
and Magdalen, who have four.

Our aim is to enhance History teaching at LMH by
significantly augmenting the ‘third’ post in College
(currently a temporary junior lecturer) and replacing

it with a more senior College Fellow for 5 years to
provide stable additional experienced teaching and
share pastoral and administrative support with our
existing Fellows. We are honoured to have launched The
Clive Holmes Fellowship in History, to remember our
wonderful colleague and friend.

We were also very pleased to host a memorial event for
Clive, and celebrate his life, on Saturday 29th October,
which was attended by 150 of Clive's family, friends and
former students.

LMH is a vibrant academic organisation which, as you know so well,
transforms students’ lives. We are also one of the poorest Oxford
Colleges, and yet we still manage to have a disproportionate
impact on higher education.

At the heart of an Oxford education is the tutorial. The skills that
students learn to master a mountainous reading list, craft an essay
and then to defend their conclusions, all within a tight schedule,
are invaluable in the work place.

The tutorial system is rightly the priority for our funds. This rigorous
process is inherently expensive with a teaching ratio of 1:2 or 1:3 and
itis only partly funded by the fees that students pay. The majority

is funded by the College itself from its endowment, its commercial
income and through the support of our alumni.

The fact that we have an endowment at all is due to generations
of alumni investing in the College’s future. Today, your support is
at the heart of both strengthening our teaching and giving us the
ability to support students, academics and staff to thrive in Oxford.

As you will see from this Philanthropy Report, LMH is punching well
above its financial weight and with your support enabling students
